Australian Report

Worlds Wrap Up

It was an exciting two weeks of racing over the Christmas break with the Open and Youth

Gold Cup regattas followed by the 2012 Open World Championship.

With the event bringing together the largest fleet of Ynglings for a World Championship
outside of Europe, it was a big fleet of 43 boats from 9 countries on our Harbour. 16 boats
were shipped from overseas with many more chaftering Ynglings not otheruuise sailed.

The regattas were also an excellent oppoftunity for the RSYS youth teams to experience
big fleet racing with the support of coaches and rescue boats for when the weather got a
bit wild.

A fleet of 32 Ynglings contested the Open Championship and Youth Gold Cup series, sailing

eight races over three days in excellent conditions on the Harbour. A fleet of 45 has entered

for the Worlds.

The outcome of the Open Championship as a lead-up to the Worlds was a triumph for

Sydney fleet sailor Michael Nash, sailing S/am, who won the final race to clinch an overall

victory with a net 18 points. The Australian champion's scorecard for the series was a

consistent 2-2-3-4-6-2-4-1, giving him a clear winning margin. An OCS in the final heat
prevented current world champion Maarten Jamin, sailing lVynke from The Netherlands,

any chance of beating Nash. The scorecard of Jamin, a dual world champion, was 8-6-2-
2-7-3-2-OCS to finish with 30 points, Third place overall went to another dual world

champion from The Netherlands, Tom Otte, sailing Meyke, who finished on 37 points, while

an impressive fourth was the Dutch youth crew on Mass & Roer, skippered by Anne-Chris-

tianne Kentgens who won two heats to finish on 39 points. Next best of the Sydney fleet

boats was Miss Pibb, skippered by Hamish Jarrett, who won the first race but slipped back
to place fifth overall on 48 points.

Dutch youth team of Anne-Christianne Kentgens, Robert-Jan Kentgens and Michel Peulen

won the Youth Gold Cup, Lachlan Doyle, Callum Thompson and David Williamson were

the first of the Australian youth teams coming Sth.

lnternationalYngling World Championship was held from 2nd to 8th January.

Only three points separated the first three boats at the end of a magnificent regatta to

decide the 2012 World Championship, with victory going to defending champion, Maarten

Jamin, from The Netherlands.

Jamin, a dual World Champion, finished with 40 points, two points clear of fellow country-

man Tom Otte on 42 points, with one point to third placegetter, Australian champion

Michael Nash on 43 points. Nash had led the series going into the final race.

The demanding regatta comprised ten close and intensive races over four days in conditions

that ranged from light and flukey easterly breezes to a full on north-easterly sea breeze on

the final day.

Jamin and Nash went into the final day of competition equal on 30 points. ln race nine, a

second place to Nash and a fifth to Jamin put the Australian three points ahead going into

the 1Oth and final race that afternoon. But Nash and his crew of Mel Nathan and Greg

Harlnett dropped to an 11th in the decider, costing them the World Championship. With

only one discard race, Nash already had a 13th place and was forced to carry the 11th.

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Measurer's Report

Youth Gold Cup and Open World Championship, Sydney 201112012

Although we experienced wet conditions leading up to the regatta, the weather was fine with a

good steady wind.

Measurement started early with the collection of the overseas boats from Port Botany and towing

them to the squadron in Kirribilli. Karen Gojnich, Michael Nash assisted Bryan Riddell and myself

in the exercise.

Measurement check in started at the regatta office just above the hard stand and was manned by

Chris and Jan Harper, Sue Selinger and Fiona Herbert, their thorough checking of the documents

made for a smooth transition to the physical measuring.

The measurement took place in 3 locations within the grounds of the Squadron.

The Milson Room, named after one of our early commercial pioneers was used for sail measure.

The catering staff assembled enough tables to support our 7m x 3m mylar sail template. The team

was headed up by the german lM Christian Dylla and assisted by David Thompson with very little

fuss.

The hard stand area with the 2 cranes was used for the safety checks, selective measuring and

weighing. Jake Selinger, John Roxburg, Peter Curran and Danish Per Thorshoj took the leading

roles and were supported with several local people and Lars Bakker from Sweden who

appreciated the opportunity as he is gaining valuable experience for his application to become an

lM. While there was a large number of boats chartered by overseas teams and local teams the

boats presented for measure were well prepared and all credit should go to the skippers and

crew for their diligence.

The distance between hardstand, crane and moorings were close and it made for a good overall

result.

The club members locker room was cleared out and provided an excellent location for mast

measuring as it was close to the hardstand and cranes and provlded the opportunity for sail

measuring and mast measuring to be carried out concurrently. Peter Lowndes lead the team with

Jim Brown and provided excellent scrutiny over the masts with help and advice, especially the

masts with tip weight problems.

The on water inspections were carried out and the sailors co-operated to achieve this in some

times blustery conditions. Only one on water incident was serious when one of the Australian

boats AUS 58 was holed by DEN 199 above the water line, a good application of duct tape and

an urgent repair by the Squadron boat shed kept the boat sailing to the end of the regatta.

When we were taking the boats back to Port Botany, we were able to talk to the crews about their

overall impression of the regatta and Sydney and the universal comment was the hospitality was

unbelievable, which is a great comment to receive.
